Dose
Apply TALIUSTM at 0.25 litres/hectare.

Following crops
There are no restrictions on crops that may be 
grown following harvest of a cereal crop treated 
with Talius.

Resistance
TALIUSTM contains a quinazolinone group 
fungicide and must be considered to be in 
the same group for resistance management 
purposes as quinolines. There is a significant 
risk of widespread resistance occurring in 
Powdery mildew populations and failure to 
follow resistance manage

ment action may 
result in reduced levels of disease control. 
Development of resistance can be avoided 
or delayed by alternating or mixing products 
having an alternate mode of action (see Timing). 

Use TALIUSTM as part of an Integrated Crop 
Management Strategy (ICM) incorporating other 
methods of control, including where appropriate 
other fungicides with a different mode of action.

Mixing
Half-fill the tank with clean water, add the 
required amount of TALIUSTM and continue 
agitation while topping up the tank and while 
spraying.

Compatibility
