Delan Pro can be used on all apple and pear varieties however under certain climatic
conditions some apple and pear varieties may be more susceptible to russetting following
treatment. Limited evidence indicates a yield reduction when used on Gala.

Time of Application

Apply Delan Pro from the start of bud burst prior to disease development and repeat at
5-10 day intervals, depending on disease pressure and seasonal weather conditions. Use
a maximum of six applications of Delan Pro per year. A minimum of 35 days must elapse
between the last spray and harvest.

Rate of Application

Delan Pro should be applied at a rate of 2.5 littres aer hectare in a water volume of
150-1000 litres. Water volume should be basedgorinthe “size of the trees and leaf area at
application and sufficient to ensure good and evg¢n goverage, but pat to the point of run-off.
