General Information
PASTISHA is a foliar acting herbicide for the control of NETTLES, DOCKS, THISTLES,
BRAMBLES, BROOM and GORSE in established grassland and amenity grassland.

Application timing:

« To allow for maximum translocation of PASTISHA to the roots, do not cut grass for 28 days
after application.
Cleaning procedure:
« Wash out spray equipment thoroughly with water and detergent immediately after use. Traces;
